What to Bring to Camp

Bring only what will fit into a duffel bag and day pack. You will be moving during the summer and will need to carry your belongings. There is no storage space at camp. Make sure your clothing is clean and presentable, and has no offensive words, pictures, alcohol or cigarette advertising or any "double meaning" words or phrases on them. You will be expected to swim with your campers during the week so bring appropriate swim attire with you to camp.
