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Check-in is from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m. on Sunday afternoon. Please do not arrive at camp before 3:00 p.m., as
staff will be busy preparing for the week. When parents check in, the counselor will ask who is picking up the
camper on Friday. For the safety of the campers, they will be released to that designated adult when he or
she signs out on Friday. Camp ends on Friday at 10:30 a.m. with Closing Worship. Families are invited to
attend. Campers should be picked up no later than 11:00 am on Friday.
