to when your child will attend camp. This health form needs to be signed by a doctor and your child needs to

have a current physical within the past two years. Parents will have an opportunity to talk with the health
coordinator when you drop your child off for camp.

Balance due ¢ The balance for camp is due 2 weeks prior to when your child attends camp. You can pay the
balance online or send a check into the camp your child will be attending.

Each summer we establish a Mission Project to support. This year we will be supporting the New City Parish.
New City Parish is an urban coalition of seven congregations of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America
(ELCA) located in Los Angeles, Inglewood, and Compton California. Their collaborative approach focuses on the
transformation of our communities through holistic ministries and social outreach. The focus of New City
Parish (NCP) is to proclaim a message of hope and advocate for the poor & marginalized, to teach people how
to think critically for themselves, and to heal and comfort those who are hungry and suffering in our inner-city
communities. NCP transforms lives, encourages community development, challenges young people and walks
with their neighbors regardless of their creed, race, gender, and political affiliation. If you would like to send
an offering with your child to camp, they will give to this ministry during the Closing Worship on Friday.

Check-in is from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m. on Sunday afternoon. Please do not arrive at camp before 3:00 p.m., as
staff will be busy preparing for the week. When parents check in, the counselor will ask who is picking up the
camper on Friday. For the safety of the campers, they will be released to that designated adult when he or
she signs out on Friday. Camp ends on Friday at 11:00 a.m. with Closing Worship, followed by lunch.
Families are invited to attend. Campers should be picked up no later than 12:30 pm on Friday.

eCamp - $10 - this is a option for you as a parent/guardian to see pictures online the week your child is at
camp. Italso lets you send emails to them while they are at camp. No more hoping the letter you sent gets
there in time! For white water rafting and beach camp photos/emails may not be available the actual week of
camp.
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It is difficult to arrange for campers to make or receive phone calls due to our activity-filled schedule, so do
not expect calls from your camper. Due to our mountain location, cell phone reception is not available; please
do not send cell phones to camp. In case of an emergency, you may reach the office at EIl Camino Pines at

concerns arise during the week. You are encouraged to write to your child at camp (addresses below).

Please feel free to send postcards or stationary and stamps with your child and encourage him or her to write
home. Please do not send mail to the Camarillo officas it will not reach camp in time.

Camp Store money - you can put money into your online account for camp store money or bring money to
camp on check in day. The staff will be kept by the staff for safekeeping. When your child is at camp, they will
have this much money to spend for the week and when they purchase items (see a full list on our website at
www.LRCChome.com under Getting Ready) it will be taken out of their account. You may also bring cash up to
camp when you drop your child off and the camp staff will hold the money for them during the week to

spend.
